Black resigned
becanse he saw he was going to lose the Bdd. He
could have won on the spot with 36.._Bgl.

2} Secing the fork 1...Kd5 2.NeT+ Black resigned,
but after 2. Ked 3.NxcB 3+ 4 KiZ (otherwise a
counterfork) Bhd+ 5. Kgl £2+ 6 Kh2 £10 he would
have womn; his king will escape the checks and he
will mate White soon.

3) In this 'free’ game, White had just sacrificed his
Queen on fo and Black resigned - what can he do
against mate? 1., Qel+ 2 Kh2 Quel 3. Quel isn't
much fun. But with 1., Qgd (sadistically, he could
first play Qd1+) he could have remained a Rook to

the good.

4) Black played the nice combination 1...Ne3+
2.fxe3 Rb2 and White resizned because the
promotion cannot be stopped. That was true, but he
missed an equally nice countertrick: 3.R12 c2 4.Bad

&) White did not see what he could do apainst Rel+
and promotion, and resigned. With 1. Rd6! he could
have saved the day, and even have won: e.g.

1. Exd6 2.gBO+ Kd7 (Rd3 3 . Qxd8+ and 4.67)
3.0f7+ Ko 4.0e8+ Kb 5.0e3 Ko 6.0xed+.
